An Open Door’s success has been made possible by the collective effort of sponsors, educators and parents who share the common goal of meeting the educational and social needs of inner city youth while providing a spiritual background from which they can draw strength.  Although our organization is Christian-based, we welcome diversity by embracing and supporting families of every faith and culture.

An Open Door Facts
· An Open Door was founded in December 2001 by former Los Angeles Unified School District teacher M. Makeda Murray as a direct response to the lack of academic and extracurricular resources available to students in  Los Angeles’ over-crowded and under-funded inner-city schools.

· An Open Door employs a three-pronged approach targeting academic, social and cultural needs to prepare school-aged students for life as successful adults.  

· Annually, the organization provides academic, social and cultural services to more than 200 at-risk youth and their families.

· An Open Door’s academic curriculum includes mentoring, educational games and contests, and intense tutoring designed to improve students’ performance on standardized college preparatory tests such as the SAT, ACT and the CAHSEE (California High School Exit Exam). In the Fall of 2010 we will be expanding our tutoring program to serve the community in a greater way. 
· An Open Door’s social development programming aids students and their families in championing community service campaigns in an effort to foster a greater sense of social responsibility.

· Cultural exchange programs through An Open Door educate both African-American and Latino students about their respective heritages, and promote inclusion, understanding and goodwill between Los Angeles’ diverse communities.

· Special events such as An Open Door’s Dedicated Parent Exchange and Jingle Bash holiday celebration offer students and parents rare opportunities to fellowship and build stronger bonds within the family unit.
